The 
purpose for the reference is to make certain 
that MadCAP is the best fit for each 
participating student.  

A note about children with special needs:  
 
 MadCAP programs are led by 
professional teaching artists. Although the 
artists are chosen because they have excellent 
teaching skills, most do not have any formal 
teacher training. Many of the teaching artists  
do not have the expertise and resources to 
work with young people with special needs.  
 
 If your child has special needs and is 
fully integrated into a regular classroom, most 
likely, they will do well at MadCAP. If your 
child receives special programming or has an 
assistant during the school day, please call
